Friday 17 February : Mid Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to West Hoathly; Either 11.08 Countryliner 40 x from 

Brighton Old Steine (Stop D) to PRH for the 12.17 Metrobus 81 to West Hoathly or meet at Perrymount Road stop 

adj. Hay. Heath Stn. for the 81 at 12.24 to the Intrepid Fox & Cat  

Wednesday 22 February : West Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to Broadwater & Sompting; 11.15 Compass 7 from 

Worthing South Street to Cricketers (GBG) then Gardener’s Arms (GBG) 

Friday 2 March : East Sussexs Explorer 'BttP' to Litlington & Alfriston; 10.40 B & H 12 from Brighton  

Churchill Sqaure, or by train, to meet at Seaford Library stop for the 11.45 CV Community Bus to the Plough & 

Harrow then onward walk to Alfriston 

Tuesday 6 March : Mid Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to Plumpton & Wivelsfield Green; 11.15 B & H 29  from B’ton 

Churchill Square to Lewes prison then 10.55 Countryliner 166 to Half Monn (GBG) then onto Cock (GBG) 

Saturday 17 March : Western Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to Rogate, Compton & East Ashling; either by train to 

meet at Chichester Bus stn for the 10.46 Stagecoach 60 (or 10.05 Stagecoach 1 from Worthing South Street) to 

Midhurst Bus stn for the 11.30 Countryliner 92 to the White Horse (GBG) then onto Coach & Horses (GBG) and 

Horse & Groom (GBG) 

Wednesday 21 March : West Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to Petworth; Either 11.05 Stagecoach 1 from W’tg 

South Street, or options on Compass 99 or Stagecoach 60 (via Midhurst)  to meet Angel Hotel from noon 

Tuesday 3 April :'BttP' Sussex Pub of the Year (PotY) survey to be advised (contact Stuart see details 

below) 

Friday 13 April : : 'BttP' Sussex PotY survey to be advised (contact Stuart see details below) 

Wednesday 18 April : East Sussex BttP Explorer to Glynde & Firle; meet B’ton Stn for 11.52 train to Trevor 

Arms then walk to Ram then return by bus to either Trevor, Anchor Ringmer or other pub options in Lewes 

Friday 4 May : Mid Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to South Chailey & Plumpton Green ; 10.55 B & H 28 from  B’ton 

Churchill Square to Lewes prison for 11.30 Countryliner 121 to Horns Lodge (GBG) then 13.27 Countryliner 824 to 

Plough 

Wednesday 9 May : West Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to White Horse, Maplehurst (GBG); either 10.00 

Stagecoach 17 to the Crabtree, or 10.28 Metrobus 23 to Southwater, then walk to pub then return via Partridge  

Friday 25 May :  'BttP' Sussex PotY survey to SE Sx Branch PotY to be advised (contact Stuart see details 

below) 

Wednesday 30 May : West Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to West Chiltington, & Thakeham; 11.05 Stagecoach 1 

from W’tg South Street to Five Bells (GBG), then walk onto to White Lion (GBG); nb. There is also an option to go 

to Queens Head Barns Green (GBG),  

Friday 8 June :  'BttP' Sussex PotY survey to be advised (contact Stuart see details below) 

Wednesday 13 June: East Sussex BttP Explorer to Salehurst; 10.32 Train from B’ton Stn to St. Leonards 

Warrior Square for 11.46 Countryliner 304 to Robertsbridge then short walk to Halt (GBG) 

Friday 29 June : East Sussex Explorer 'BttP' to Barcombe & Isfield ; 11.05 B & H 28 from B’ton Churchill 

Square to Lewes prison then 11.42 Countryliner 125 to Royal Oak then walk to Anchor and onto Laughing Fish (GBG)
